Division One �Hours and Conditions of Play -�All matches played up to and including 14 August to start at 2.00pm and thereafter at 1.30pm. Each match will consist of 100 overs maximum.��Duration of Innings�Each side shall bat for no more than 50 overs. Should the side batting first be dismissed in less than 50 overs the side batting second shall be entitled to bat for 50 overs maximum.��No bowler shall bowl more than 20% of the available overs in any innings
