Level 2 Courses.

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The CACO need volunteer Umpires to be CRB Clearance “Checkers” in readiness for the next series of applications when they become due.  This will come up at the open meeting and ideally we can get 2 or 3 people in areas which cover the County. Candidates should themselves have CRB clearance and will then have a further check done by the ECB.

These games are regarded as “Prestige” appointments and as such are unpaid. If you are available to stand in one of these games (scheduled for the 12th September) please let Ron know.  It’s better to have too many available than not enough 





In reduced over matches Umpires are reminded that calculations for bowling are rounded down. For example – County One, 39 over match – 5 bowlers with 7 overs and 1 bowler with 4 overs
